XGuxiang Lake is one of the ten most beautiful lakes in Tibet. It is a barrier lake formed by the
huge mudslide in Kargon Nongba blocking the Parung Zangbo River. It is one of the famous
freshwater lakes in southeastern Tibet.

XAdmire the source of the Palong Zangbo River and the beautiful Ranwu Lake, known as the
"Sleeping Beauty" The long and narrow lake surface of Ranwu Lake extends all the way to
Laigu Glacier.
